We skinned around hyalite basin today following the snowfall from last night. In the Basin, we found new snow
varying from 8-12 inches. Asvisibility pushed us away from Hyalite peak, we skinned east towards overlook
and dug a pit on aW/SW slope at 9100 feet. We found roughly 80cm snow with asmall crust layer at 50cm as
well as facets forming on the ground. While we had no propagation in our ECT, the facets forming will be
something to watch over the next week with cold temps. No natural avy activity observed with the minimal
visibility in the area other than some new snow sluffs on steeper terrain below ridge lines.
